Installing the 802.11 Interface

Note: This procedure applies to both the PX4ie and PX6ie. For simplicity, the 
PX4i is depicted in the illustrations.

Follow ESD 
Procedures

Follow standard ESD guidelines to avoid damaging the equipment.

Warning: Before you begin, turn off the printer and disconnect the 
power cord and communication cables.

Warning: The electronic compartment contains wires and 
components with dangerous voltage (up to 380V). Make 
sure that the printer is switched off and the power cord is 
disconnected before the cover is removed.
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To install,

1. Use a #10 Torx screwdriver to remove the eight screws that secure the 

electronics cover. 

2. Put the cover aside on a soft cloth to avoid scratches.

3. Insert the antenna cable into the antenna cable jack on the SDIO board 

assembly.

4. Secure the antenna cable to the SDIO board assembly with a cable tie. Note 

the location of the head of the cable tie.

Screw
(8 places)
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5. Trim the excess from the cable tie.

6. Insert the SDIO board assembly into the 44-pin connector.

7. Secure the SDIO board assembly with the M3x8mm screw that shipped 

with the kit.

8. Install the other end of the antenna cable on the back plate and tighten the 

nut.

9. Use the other cable tie to secure the antenna cable to the printer.

10. Trim the excess from the cable tie.

11. Close the printer. 

12. Connect the antenna to the antenna connector on the back plate.

13. Affix the labels to the appropriate locations on the printer.
